Rudolph Wipprecht, a noted linguist and educat@s Wworn on May 24, 1824 at
either Nebra, Prussia. A graduate of the Univexsitlena, Wipprecht was a language
scholar proficient in many languages, includingrggta He later worked for the Prussian
customs service, but left Germany during the pulltturmoil of the late 1840s. Arriving at
Galveston in December 1849, Wipprecht settledtheeindianola or Seguin in the fall of
1850. On November 25, 1854 he married Julia Kagfeindall County, Texas and the
couple is known to have had four children: Idal@42), Paul (1858-1943), Walter (1864—
1951), and Elsbeth (1873—-1940). During the Civdn\Rudolph served as an enrolling
officer and following its end moved his family teiN Braunfels and worked as a school
principal.
